
 

Louisiana 2019 NAEP Results Summary 
 
The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) tracks trends in student outcomes over both the short 
term and the long term. This document summarizes Louisiana’s short- and long-term trends on NAEP in 4th and 
8th grade reading and math. 
 

Louisiana ranks No. 1 in the nation for 2019 improvement in 8th grade math scale scores and 
proficiency rates. Louisiana’s improvement outpaced national trends in three of four NAEP grades and subjects.
