Mekanisa—Only about 5 minutes from our house, we 
visited a local shop that raises silk moths in order to 
harvest the silk that they use to make their cocoons. 
They then spin the silk into thread and make beautiful 
scarves, rugs, towels and more. While visiting there, 
our girls were given two caterpillars which then spun 
cocoons at our house and eventually metamorphosed 
into silk moths. They have now laid more than 30 
eggs—we’re waiting to see if they’ll hatch.  God’s cre-
ations are amazingly complex and beautiful. 

Mekane Yesus Seminary—Yesterday was my first day in 
the classroom. Fall Semester for the 2016/2017 school 
year has officially begun.
